Competitors
The organisers of the festival/event would like to remind all in attendance of the competition’s code of conduct.  The organisers promote the ideals of fair play, ethics and sportsmanship for all in sport.
· Co-operate, respecting all requests and decisions made by the team managers, coaches, helpers, officials and administrators.
· Arrive on time.
· Be a good sport – applaud good play whether from your own team or your opponents.
· Treat opponents and team mates with respect at all times (before, during and after the competition).
· Be considerate to others, particularly younger athletes and spectators.
· Thank those responsible for organising the event.
· Praise effort, not results.
· Accept success & failure in a selfless and positive way.
· Speak out immediately if concerned or uncomfortable with someone’s behaviour.
· Be responsible for caring for your own equipment, clothing & property.
· Wear appropriate clothing during an event.
 

 
CODE OF CONDUCT

Competition organisers and adults in charge of children
The organisers of the festival/event would like to remind all in attendance of the competition’s code of conduct.  The organisers promote the ideals of fair play, ethics and sportsmanship for all in sport.
· Consider the well being & safety of participants before the development of performance.
· Develop an appropriate working relationship with performers based on mutual trust & respect.
· Hold the appropriate and valid qualifications as well as have insurance cover.
· Make sure all activities are appropriate to the age, ability and experience of those taking part. 
· Ensure all participants are suitably prepared physically & mentally when learning new skills.
· Display consistently high standards of behaviour and appearance.

· Always report any incidents, referrals or disclosures immediately.
· Never condone rule violations.
· Instill in the performers the values of respect, discipline, effort and loyalty.
· Promote the positive aspects of the sport (e.g fair play).
· Encourage performances, not results.
· Encourage the performer to develop their talent and their sporting mind.
· Place emphasis on skill development rather than winning.
· Respect all persons involved in the event.
· Give praise to all participants, not just the most talented.
· Inform the events organiser on the day of students who are unable to have their photo taken.
 

 
CODE OF CONDUCT

Parents, guardians, carers & spectators
The organisers of the festival/event would like to remind all in attendance of the competition’s code of conduct.  The organisers promote the ideals of fair play, ethics and sportsmanship for all in sport.
· Remain in designated spectator area (where provided).
· Encourage your child to learn the rules and abide by them.
· Provide a model of good sportsmanship for children to follow.
· Publicly accept official’s judgements and discourage others challenging or arguing with officials.
· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.
· Encourage skill development over winning.
· Set a good example by recognising good sportsmanship and applauding the good performance of all.
· Ensure participants are dressed appropriately for the activity and have plenty of fluid to drink.
· Use correct and proper language at all times.
· Never punish or belittle a child for poor performance or making mistakes.
· Support your child’s involvement and help them enjoy their sport.
· No photos to be taken without the event organiser’s permission.
· Always approach the event organiser in the first instance with any issue or complaint.  Never approach any other official.
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
