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Changes to PE and Sport Survey 2009/10
This note sets out the changes we are making to the data collection for the annual PE and Sport Survey. It is designed to provide Partnership Development Managers and teachers with advance notification and to minimise any extra work or administrative burden; these changes can be summarised as;

1. Gender.  All questions will now ask for a separate response for girls and boys with the exception of:

· Q9. for which sports or activities do you have links to clubs; and
· Q10. what is the total number of pupils in each year group who have participated in one or more community sports, dance or multi-skill clubs with links to the school during this academic year?
(Feedback from those of you who took part in the scoping study reported that although it would be additional work it would be feasible to collect gender information with the exception of the two questions indicated above.)
2. All surveys must now be submitted online (although a paper copy of the questionnaire will be provided in the PDM guidance pack)

3. The timing of the survey has changed; surveys will now be distributed in April for completion by June; the results will be published in September.

4. Prior to mainstream distribution TNS will send the new questionnaire to a small sample of PDMs and schools for comment on the content, comprehensiveness and clarity.

5. We have deferred the awarding of Sportsmark and Activemark.  No new awards will be made this year although schools that received the 2007/08 award can continue to use it for this academic year.  A new award will be developed in consultation with the SSP network and announced in 2010.
6. In line with the deferment of Sportsmark and Activemark no prizes will be awarded to partnerships or schools this year. 

I hope this note is useful; we have taken onboard your feedback and comments made during both the scoping study and the last data collection exercise and are pleased we can move the timing forward to better fit with your planning.   It is critical that the annual survey remains a robust and reliable method of measuring the progress and development of the PE and Sport Strategy for young people.
